1.
Industrial products are all products that are not food. Industrial products comprise of electrical goods, building materials, etc.
2. 
In frames of the Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area agreement, in cases of exporting industrial products from Georgia into the EU, it is important to first clarify which legislation applies to the product – whether it is the “New Approach” directives, or other.
In the directives of the “New Approach” only the basic and essential product safety requirements are specified. More detailed requirements and their ways of fulfillment are available in “Harmonized Standards”.
The EU Harmonized Standards, as well as other international and European standards, can be procured from the National Agency of Standards and Metrology of Georgia.
3. 
After determining active directives for specific export products, in order to exporting to the EU, the product must go through conformity assessment according to the procedures determined by the directives - the conformity assessment modules. Afterwards, the entrepreneur will place the CE Mark on the product, which signifies the products’ compliance with the EU directives.
For certain industrial products, for example with furniture, non-electric household items, sports equipment, shoes, etc. the CE mark is not required.
4. 
In Georgia, conformity assessment is carried out by accredited or authorized conformity assessment agencies and individuals. An agency/individual can become accredited by LEPL Unified National Body of Accreditation” – Accreditation Center. A list of accredited agencies can be viewed at the website http://gac.gov.ge. 
Georgia’s Accreditation Center received international acclaim in 2017, and conformity documents issued in Georgia are already recognized within the EU.
5. 
For exporting industrial products to the EU, apart from proof of compliance documents, a proof of origin document is needed, as well. In order to utilize the free trade regime, the goods must fulfill origin of goods criteria in relevant protocols of the Association Agreement.  These criteria include mandatory conditions for goods processing and the minimal threshold of required materials for the goods to be recognized as being produced in the country. For the EU market, the document confirming the origin of goods is EUR1 and it is issued by the Legal Entity of Public Law – Revenue Service.
