1.
According to the Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area agreement, when exporting products from Georgia to the EU, it is possible to take advantage of benefits provided by the agreement, if the product meets the preferential rules of origin defined in the agreement.
2.
The benefits include abolishment of customs tax for goods originating in Georgia during their import to the EU. In order to take advantage of the benefit, the product’s Georgian origin will need to be confirmed. 
3. 
A product is of Georgian origin if it is fully produced in Georgia, or if its raw materials have undergone sufficient processing or recycling on the territory of Georgia.
4.

The Certificate of Origin, EUR1, is issued by the Revenue Service of Georgia.

5.
In order to receive the Certificate of Origin, exporters will be able to submit their application both by hand in electronic forms.
6.
Written applications are presented to the specific structural unit of the customs departments of the Revenue Service from which the exporter wants to receive the certificate.

To apply electronically, exporters will need to register at www.rs.ge, where they will fill in the application fields such as: Applications – New Application – Status Certificates – Issuing of Certificate – Issuing of the Certificate of Origin of Goods – and then indicate the Revenue Service or the specific structural unit where the exporters wish to receive their Certificate of Origin, filling out all appropriate fields. Exporters will also be able to upload all documents needed for certification, and press the “Send” button to register their application.
7.
Exporters will be notified regarding the decision on issuance of their Certificate of Origin on the web page www.rs.ge, and via a text message sent to the phone number they indicated in the application form.

The Revenue Service issues the Certificate of Origin in no later than 3 days following the registration of the application, free of charge. The Certificate is active for 4 months following its issuance, and must be presented to the customs agency of the importing country in this period.
